 It is shown above that notes are played at different speed, while with the Western 
notation they should be played equally. (Even the player, Majid Kiaani, does not play the 
notes equally) For example; the duration of the first G (quarter note), in the first staff, is 1 
second, while the duration of the second note E (quarter note), in the third staff, is 0.5 
second.
